| am writing to confirm that the school will be running a fun multi sports camp during the
October half term. The camp will run over 3 days from Tuesday 28th through to Thursday
30th October. This camp is for girls and boys in Year 3 to Year 0.

The days will consist of fun games and drills covering all aspects of football, hockey and
netball. The camp will be very flexible for those who would like to try all sports provided or
concentrate solely on their preferred sport.

Pupils will need to arrive on the morning of each camp from 9:30am at the senior school
sports hall, in time to register and ensure a prompt |0am start.

They will need to bring with them a packed lunch each day and plenty to drink. Participants
should arrive wearing appropriate sports kit and bring with them football boots for football
and astro trainers or normal trainers for hockey. Normal trainers will be fine for netball.

Pupils arriving at camp without
the appropriate safety kit for their desired sport, will unfortunately not be able to join in
that session. The camp will end at 3:30pm each day. | would ask that your children are
collected from 3:40pm.

Pupils must have a waterproof jacket or change of clothes if the weather is inclement. Pupils
are advised to bring along their own hockey sticks if they have them. Although hockey sticks
can be provided if needed so don’t worry if you haven’t got one.

Payment:
The cost of the camp is £40 a day and this must be paid for in advance — it cannot be placed
on the termly bill.

To book a place and make payment please log onto Engage and, for each child attending, add
a new entry in Daybook — Multi Sport October Camp 2025. There is an option to let us
know if you would prefer to pay by childcare vouchers. Once a Daybook has been added it
cannot be edited or deleted, but should this be necessary, please do get in touch with me
via email.

Please ensure the full amount is entered on the Worldpay link, including the zero’s i.e £4000
for one day booking (£40) or £12000 for three days booking (£120). Once payment is
complete, if paying by credit card, please also ensure that your child’s place is secured by
returning to the daybook after processing the payment and click Save and Close.
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To pay by childcare vouchers, please search for ‘Kimbolton School’ or Kim Club with your
childcare voucher provider. Please quote ‘Multi Sport’ and your child’s name as reference.

All pupils are covered by your annual consent form. We would be grateful if after you have
made a payment you could confirm that the Medical Form and your contact details held on
Engage are correct. Please note first aid cover is provided but, during the school holidays,
the Health Centre is unavailable.

The closing date for payments and daybooks will be Thursday 30th October.
